1. Minutes:

2. RKS Presentation: Statewide Residential Water Survey Report

51% of customers surveyed reported they understood California is in a drought, however only 25%
of this subset report participating in water savings initiatives.

Customer communications should include more direct messaging and provide consumption
comparison analysis to demonstrate conservation potential.

Customer communications should include the significance of outside water use.

3. Joint Program Implementation Updates:

RKS EE Economic Downturn: Proposal is received. Specific survey questions need to be finalized
which may reflect local utility service territory. Utilities need to also prepare the target customer
listing (based on consumption patterns.) Draft schedule includes final survey review at the next
BPC meeting and survey results completed in time to deliver into the statewide EE Potential study
being started in parallel; with final results incorporated into the CEC 2021 workshops and report
due in 2010.
